A motion was made by Sandi Tocquiney and seconded by Paula Azevedo to give the left over prizes to the teacher’s needing treasure box prizes. Motion passed unanimously.

A motion to approve Staff Christmas gifts giving all 30 teachers a $50 gift card and the other 16 staff members a $25 gift card. The motion was made by Leslie Oliver and seconded by Elizabeth Weaver. Motion passed unanimously.
A motion was made for the PTO to by Thanksgiving baskets for 5 families approximately $30 per family (total $150). The PTO will buy 1 Turkey, a dozen eggs, a gallon of milk and a laundry basket. A motion was made by Sonja Rolen to donate $200 to go in benefiting Jessica, a high school student with cancer. The motion was seconded by Leslie Oliver and passed unanimously.

Dr. Crawford made a request for $100 to go towards the Fast Forward program and $100 to purchase a magnetic board for 3rd grade. A motion was made by Sonja Rolen and seconded by Leslie Oliver. Motion passed unanimously.
