
PTO MEETING MINUTES
Monday, September 26, 2011
Bells Elementary Cafeteria



Meeting called to order at 7:12 pm.


WELCOME:  Interim PTO President Karen Bounds welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Other interim PTO officers present were Vice-President Melissa Cole, Treasurer Leslie Oliver and Secretary Elsie Hooten.

OLD BUSINESS:  The minutes from the last meeting on September 12, 2011 were reviewed and approved as written.

NEW BUSINESS:  Elections for the new PTO officers are taking place this evening and the floor was open to volunteers.  Positions available are President, Vice-President, Treasurer and Secretary.  

Karen Bounds introduced herself and asked to be considered as President.  There were no other volunteers for the position.  Motion made to elect Karen as President.  Motion passed unanimously.   Karen mentioned that the bylaws state that each person elected as an officer are allowed to be in that position for 2 years and are not allowed to run for another term.

Jennifer Severson introduced herself and would like to be considered for the Vice President.  No other members volunteered for the position.   Motion was made to elect Jennifer as Vice President.  Motion passed unanimously.

Melissa Ballew introduced herself and would like to be considered for Treasurer.  Elizabeth Weaver expressed an interest but did not believe she would be readily accessible, but would be available to assist Melissa as needed.   Motion was made to elect Melissa as Treasurer.  Motion passed unanimously.

Sonja Rolen introduced herself and would like to be considered for Secretary.  No other members volunteered for the position.  Motion was made to elect Sonja as Secretary.  Motion passed unanimously.

The interim officers listed as signers for the PTO checking account will have their names removed by the bank, and the new officers will go to the bank with identification to have their names added to the account.  The new checks do require 2 signatures.

AUDIT:  Elizabeth Weaver has volunteered to do an audit of the old PTO checking account at no charge.  She has gone through the bank statements from 2005-2010 and is missing statements and checks, she is does not know if the bank will charge for these documents.  The 2010 tax return was not filed with the IRS and cannot be done until we have recovered the missing documents.  The franchise tax has also not been filed.  A motion was made to request any missing statements and checks from the bank even if there is a fee.  The motion passed unanimously.  

FINANCIAL REPORT:  Leslie handed out copies of the new bank account summary.  The starting balance was $4,780.85, after checks written and deposit’s the new balance is $4,469.97.  A book fair summary was also handed out.  The school currently has $1276.74 in scholastic dollars to use toward the purchase of books.

FALL FESTIVAL:  Brenda is moving forward with organizing the festival.  Volunteers are always welcome.  She has had new banners made to put around town with removable dates so that they can be reused each year.  The cost of the banners is $202.50.  A motion was made to have the banners printed.  Motion passed unanimously.  

NEW PTO BOARD:  The new officers were officially introduced:  Karen Bounds as President, Jennifer Severson as Vice President, Melissa Ballew as Treasurer and Sonja Rolen as Secretary.
